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New scholarship celebrates
Gene and Majel Roddenberry
Memorial fund aims to help working adults finish college

he fact that it's hard to get ahead
in this world was not lost on
Gene Roddenberry.  Despite all
of his successes he never forgot

that there were always people out there
who didn't have it as good as he did.

Majel Barrett-Roddenberry was a voice
of change and challenge in our world.
Never afraid to challenge the system, she
was a strong political advocate—
especially for the space program—and a
strong proponent of education.

But in the current social and economic
climate, a good education is becoming
harder and harder to come by, especially
for working adults.

With this push to "upgrade" The
Federation, IFT wanted to do more to
support the educational needs and
aspirations of its members.

To honor the memory of two of Star

Trek's brightest luminaries, in an
unprecedented effort IFT has created the
Gene and Majel Roddenberry Memorial
Scholarship Fund: a $10,000 scholarship
for working adults.

Intended for working adults seeking to
finish or to start a college degree, the
Gene and Majel Roddenberry Memorial
Scholarship will be awarded once annually
to a deserving individual who has made
positive contributions to his or her
community and to IFT.

Unlike most scholarships which are
usually intended for graduating high
school seniors, this scholarship
celebrates the determination of working
adults who have already forged a
livelihood for themselves, but who seek to
advance their careers as well as pursue
their own personal enrichment through
higher education.

Per the award criteria, interested persons
(current or prospective students) may apply
for the scholarship once per year by way of
the Scholarship Committee's application
process, which will be published in later
issues of VOYAGES as well as on
trekfederation.com.

Having never been done before, it's fair
to say that a $10,000 scholarship is an
ambitious goal to say the least.
Nonetheless, this scholarship will be made
possible through the kindness and
generosity of our members, as well as
other contributors throughout the sci-fi and
entertainment communities.

t has been 26
years since IFT
first took to

the metaphorical skies,
bringing the adventure of Star

Trek to the everyday fans.
Much has changed over the years

since The Federation was first conceived
by co-founders Russ Haslage andStar Trek

creator Gene Roddenberry, but the founding
principles have always remained: to work
toward making the dream of a better future
for humanity a reality in our world today.  In
IFT we call ourselves “guardians of the
dream,” inasmuch as we, in no small way,
are heirs to the great vision Gene
Roddenberry had in his lifetime; thatStar
Trek could and should be a force for positive
change in our communities world-wide.

VOYAGESwas interested to hear in his own
words how President and co-founder Russ
Haslage would characterize The Federation’s
role in the Star Trek universe, and what it was
like to be a part of IFT’s beginnings as we
take a look back at IFT: the early years.

For his own part, “I wasn’t a major
Star Trek fan until the first movie came out,”

said Haslage. “I went to the movie every day
after work for weeks in row.”

“Then The Wrath of Kahn came out and I
was hooked!  I decided I wanted to join a
fan club.  I spent about eight or nine months
searching for a fan club but didn’t like what
I was finding.  After a while I thought about
starting one myself,” Haslage said.

“So I picked up the phone and called
Paramount,” Haslage said. “I asked to
speak to Gene (Roddenberry) and they put
me through to his office.  I got Susan Sacket
on the phone.  She took my name & phone
number.  I figured ‘well it was worth a shot.’”

What happened then would turn
Haslage’s world upside down, and bring to
Star Trek fans the world over a whole new
kind of fan club.  The year was 1983.

“About a week later the phone rang,” said
Haslage. “It was Gene Roddenberry.  I
stuttered and stammered a little bit.  But I
managed to tell him the whole story about my
fan club search.  I told him I’d decided to start
my own and asked him what he thought the
‘ultimate Star Trek fan club’ should be.”

“I asked him hundreds of questions,”
Haslage went on to say, “The interesting
thing about Gene is that he would never just
give you an answer.  He wanted you to really
understand the answer.  He asked me, ‘what
does the crew of the Enterprisedo in every
episode?’  He spent an hour and 20 minutes
going over & over things with me so that I
could understand.  He would lead me to

understanding the whole picture.  I went
through answers like, ‘Explore strange new
worlds?’ He’d say, ‘No.’  I said ‘Seek out
new life?’ He’d say ‘No.’  …And on it went.
I stumbled through all those relative answers
as they came to my head.  The answer finally
turned out to be, according to Gene, ‘They
go places and they help people.’  So his
concept of an ‘ultimate Star Trek fan club’
was an organization that goes places and
helps people,” Haslage said.

“So in addition to having fun, people in
The Federation should find ways to help
people in the real world,” said Haslage.

“So in the first year we probably spoke five
or six times,” Haslage said, “and sent 10
letters back & forth.”

“And this was in the days before PCs and
email,” Haslage went on, “so most of what I
did was on typewriters (can anyone imagine
nowadays what that must have been like?).”

Regarding the earliest activities of IFT,
Haslage said, “In the beginning, in 1984,
we only had a couple of members.  We
showed up at local conventions, put up
fliers, etc.  It was really terrific because Gene
taught me that even if you’re a small group,
if you’re professional, courteous, and
determined, you can be successful in
building a present-day Federation.”

“IFT in the ’80s was unlike anything else,”
Haslage said. “We really created something
brand new when we created The Federation
because we were the only fan club out there
doing community service, cleaning parks
and so on.”

Because of its early emphasis on
community service and charity, IFT went on
to become the model for other fan clubs.
“Within 10 years,” said Haslage, “all the fan
clubs were doing charity work.”

Haslage was not alone in his efforts.
Periodically members of the original series
cast took notice of IFT’s work and lent their
support.

“In the beginning it was Gene & Majel
(Barrett-Roddenberry),” Haslage said. “They
were wonderful the entire time they were
alive.  Gene’s position in IFT was that of
Executive Consultant.  When Gene passed
away the position remained unfilled until
Rod (Roddenberry) accepted the position in
2005.”  More on that later in this article.

“Through IFT came the group of
people that worked with Creation
Entertainment to set up the
conventions volunteer system,”
Haslage went on to say. “That’s how
a lot of our relationships with the
actors began.  See, so many other
fan groups would go up to the actors
and say ‘Congratulations! You’re now
an honorary member of our group!’  IFT
never did that.  Personally I enjoyed
Nichelle Nichols’ reaction when that would
happen, because she was the only one who’d
say back to them, ‘Did I ask to be a member
of your group?’”

Fast-forward to the year 2000.  Voyager
wasn’t catching on well.  “Gene had
become like a father to me,” Haslage said.
“So when I heard the media sounding ‘the
death of Star Trek’ it affected me deeply.  In
my mind I had an image of Gene’s work
dying. I said to myself ‘I’m not going to let
this happen!  The Federation is going to do
something to save this franchise!’  That was
my first thought,” Haslage said.

“So there I was trying to find help with
saving Star Trek from ‘dying.’” Haslage went
on to say, “and I recalled a conversation I’d
had with George Takei after a convention in
Buffalo back in the ’80s, during which he
mentioned that he’d like to do a television
series as captain of the Excelsior.  So the first
thing I did was contact George and asked
him, ‘Are you still up for doing a TV show?’

George said ‘Yes,’ but it was important to
him that the fans show Paramount that they
wanted the new show.  So we (IFT) pitched
Star Trek: Excelsiorto Paramount Studios.
We created a campaign and it took off all
over the world.  At one time, Rick Berman
actually said in an interview that ‘I learned
from the Excelsiorcampaign things about
what the fans wanted to see, and
actually put those things into play in

the final season of Voyager.’
“See, every time they wanted to boost

ratings on The Next Generation,” Haslage
said, “they would bring in an original series
cast member.  Our argument was, why not
do that all the time? Make the next series
one actually based on the original series?”
Haslage said. “It was one of the biggest
selling points for Excelsior.”

“Walter (Koenig) said yes to being
involved with the show but didn’t settle on
what role,” Haslage said. “Nichelle

(Nichols) was signed on to do it, playing an
ambassador.  The show would have kicked
ass!  We suggested putting the show on CBS
to attract higher-paying sponsors and a
better demographic (than for instance
UPN),” Haslage said.

In the end, the executives at Paramount
settled on the Enterpriseseries instead of
Excelsior.  “So finally when Rick Berman
went ahead with Enterprise,” Haslage
said, “George told us ‘Well we
gave it our best shot.  We didn’t
lose though’ he said —
(they’d gotten another show
on the air after all) —
’We just didn’t get the
show we pitched,’” 

Haslage said, quoting George Takei.
Later, in 2005, IFT would come to know

the son of Star Trek’s creator, Eugene “Rod”
Roddenberry, as he took on the role of
activist in an attempt to save the Enterprise
series from early cancellation.  There again,
IFT was on the front lines, and forged a
relationship with the Roddenberrys that has
now spanned two generations of the family.

IFT’s relationship with the stars
notwithstanding, it is clear that The
Federation is forging a legacy that will long
endure.  “We seek with this upgrade,” says
Haslage, “to put the finishing touches on; to
make IFT the organization that Gene really
always wanted it to be.”

ith the movie (Star Trek XI)
having come out and being
such a big hit,” says
Federation President

Haslage, “the idea hit me out of the blue
right around the beginning of the year.
And after some tough times personally, I
had this inspiration to make IFT the
organization that Gene (Roddenberry)
really always wanted it to be.”

Some things will never change, of
course.  Haslage points out, “We’ll
always be the ‘International Federation of
Trekkers,’ that name was thought up by
Gene himself,” Haslage said.  And
though IFT  has always had ‘The

Federation’ brand, its use has not been
widespread — until now. 

“So in thinking of this whole upgrade,”
said Haslage, “we wanted a brand that
people could really identify with.  ‘The
Federation’ is well-known and easily
identifiable,” Haslage said.

“Things really began to fall into place
last February,” Haslage went on to say.
“People came forward with ideas, new
deals came through with affiliates, etc.
It’s amazing,” Haslage said.

So in the end, what is the goal here?In
short, IFTseeks to become more than a
fan club.  We seek to become a fully-
featured, all-around fan experience.

in the spring of this year IFT created the
“Gene and Majel Roddenberry” and  the
“Matthew Haines” Memorial Scholarship
funds.

Federation Marines
The Federation Marines is a brand new part

of IFT.  Though IFT had the idea for many
years, Gene Roddenberry wasn’t strongly in
favor of it, citing that such an entity wasn’t —
or shouldn’t — really be necessary in the
24th-century future.  So IFT instead
introduced the “Federation Security” branch.

Years later the Enterpriseseries introduced
fans to the “Macos.”  With an infantry
branch now having become a part of the
Star Trek canon, The Federation finally
decided to introduce a branch similarly
inspired.  We have taken great care to
structure the aims and purposes of the
Federation Marines to remain in keeping
with the principles of Star Trek without being
contrary to Gene’s vision.

What’s changing?
Membership Materials

In the works now is a new edition of the
Chapter Commanders’ Handbookand the
IFT Membership Manual.  In addition, new
and extra membership materials will soon
be available on CD-Rom.

There will still be a physical membership
packet mailed to new members however.
In this new membership packet, your
official member ID card will come as
part of your welcome letter.  There
will also be a welcome letter
from Rod Roddenberry and
the packet will include
discounts through various
vendors and stores.

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‘Boldly Into Our Future’
A conversation with

GEORGE
TAKEI

ot that it’s a popularity contest, but there
can be no doubt; one of the
Federation’s most iconic and beloved
members-at-large is Star Trek’s own

Captain Hikaru Sulu.
But far from the world of Star Trek are the many

other accomplishments for which the legendary
George Takei will long be remembered, and for
which he is so justly celebrated.

On the occasion of this…we’ll call it an
“upgrade” or “enhancement”…of the Federation,
we sat down with Takei via telephone to get his take
on the effort to renew and enhance IFT.

In truth, since the idea for a major re-launch first
came into being, we had been looking at it as if we
were re-inventing ourselves.  But it was Takei who
pointed out—and no less than to this reporter
personally—that, “(our) history is a proud history.  That

pride should be reflected in this new program by saying
it’s an ‘enrichment’ or ‘enhancement’, something that

credits (our) history and all that (we’ve) accomplished.
“I don’t think IFT needs a ‘refit’,” said Takei, “terms

like that make it sound like it needs fixing.  IFT
doesn’t need fixing,” Takei said.

“For instance,” he went on, “in this
country we take pride in our

history.  We don’t say ‘America
needs to be re-jiggered.’  We

(politicians, community
leaders, activists) say, ‘with

pride in our history, we
move boldly into our
future.’  I don’t think
‘refit’ or ‘reinvention’
reflects the pride you

should have in IFT’s
accomplishments.  It

makes it sound like IFT
is worn down.”
Indeed.

So we decided to look
into our past and celebrate

the achievements that have

N
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made this organization the pillar that it is,
and to look “boldly into our future” as we
seek to enhance and enrich the fan
experience through the fellowship of our
great Federation.

To that end we asked Takei for his
recollections.  Hoping he would share with
us with some of his memories of the earlier
days of IFT, its people and its work, we asked
Takei when and how he’d first heard of us.
We were not disappointed.

“Back in the 1990s,” he began, “Russ
Haslage contacted me about a campaign to
launch a new Star Trek series called
Excelsior, which would have been based on
the adventures of the U.S.S. Excelsiorand
Captain Sulu.  And of course I have a deep
and profound love and interest in Captain
Sulu,” said Takei.

“And I must say Russ and IFT mounted a
very impressive campaign,” he said,
reminiscing.  “It was a substantial idea.
There was a huge following for it.  And after
all, Star Trek VI(The Undiscovered Country)
seemed to have opened the door for an
Excelsiortelevision series.  But for whatever
reason Paramount didn’t pick up the idea.
So despite that massive and heroic effort
that was launched by all of the people—
and I was absolutely convinced that the
audience was there based on the
reception of Star Trek VI—the idea didn’t
go through.  I was absolutely baffled,”
said Takei.

When asked about his relationship with
our national president, IFT’s co-founder
Russ Haslage, Takei said, “We certainly have
a friendly relationship.  Whenever I’m in
Cleveland for a convention, conference or
some other purpose, Russ seems to find out
about it.  I don’t know how he does it.  He
would leave messages for me at my hotel
saying, ‘Let’s do lunch’,” said Takei.
“Personally I think it’s amazing how he
manages to find the time to devote to IFT.
He is a man of enormous energy…and
children…lots of children.  You know now
that I think of it, Russ must have a whole
herdof children… honestly I don’t know how
he finds the time for IFT.”

When I finally stopped laughing, having
fully spewed upon the desk—through my
nose no less—the coffee I’d just sipped and
could actually take a breath, we moved on.

With The Federation having the distinction
of being the “Official Fan Club of Star Trek:
Phase II,” of particular interest was Takei’s
own experiences with the Internet-based,
fan-produced series.  Of his reprisal of the
role of Sulu in the New Voyages(Star Trek:
Phase II) episode “World Enough and Time”
directed by Marc Scott Zicree, Takei said, “It

was an amazing piece of work.”
When asked how he became involved in

the project, “It was a phone call from Walter
(Koenig),” Takei said, “He had done a film
with New Voyages(‘To Serve All My Days’)
and called to tell me about the experience
he’d had, how excited he was, how
impressed he was.

“Shortly thereafter, I got a call from Marc
(Zicree) who asked me about doing this
script like Walter did.  I discovered he was
the one that had asked Walter to call me
and tell me about his experiences…to ‘till

the soil’ as it were.  So I

said, ‘Sure, send me the script.’
Marc said, ‘I’ll be right over.’

“I read it and said ‘this is a wonderful
script and yes I’d love to do it.’  I called
Walter to ask him what the working
conditions were like.  That’s when I found
out that this was a work of passion over
professionalism.  But I called Mark and said
‘okay, I’m game.’”

In recalling his experiences, Takei relates a
lunch he had with Zicree, a camera assistant
and a lighting technician during which they
talked at some length about the shoot.  At
the time, Takei was shooting The Great Buck
Howard, a Tom Hanks film, but agreed to
commence shooting on “World Enough and
Time,” as soon as he was available.

“I flew to Burlington, Vermont,” said Takei,
“a volunteer picked me up at the airport and
then it was on to the studio in Port Henry
(New York).  It was a charming little town.

“So James (Cawley) had built a replica of
the Enterprise,” said Takei, “the detail was
amazing!  Some of the details weren’t quite
the same as I remember but it was an

amazing piece of work.  Then I discovered
the volunteers.  They had come from all over
the world, Australia, South Africa, England,
Canada …it was truly a measure of the
impact of Star Trek globally.”

Regarding the shoot, “We worked into the
wee hours of the night,” Takei said, “the
patience of some was taxed—even Marc lost
it at one point—but you know, these weren’t
(all) professionals we were working with of
course.  But in the end the finished product
was a piece we are all very proud of.”

Perhaps what is most noteworthy about
George Takei is not just that after a career
spanning five decades he shows no sign of
slowing down, but that his legacy shines so
brightly even outside of the Star Trekuniverse.

A strong political activist, Takei serves
on the boards of directors of several
community action organizations and is a
voice for many others including The
Human Rights Campaign, the Japan-
United States Friendship Commission and
the US-Japan Bridging Foundation.  His
talents extend from acting to writing,
producing and community organizing.
And then of course there are his vocal
talents, which are purely legendary and
ever in high demand.

Takei has many firsts to his credit, not least
among them being the first and only original
series cast member to come out as openly gay.
Following their marriage in 2008, he and his
husband Brad were the first gay couple ever to
appear on The Newlywed Game.

Most recently of course Takei is celebrated
for his recurring character on 12 episodes of
NBC’s Emmy Award-winning series Heroes,
in which he played Kaito Nakamura from
2007 to 2009.  Currently he can be heard
periodically as a regular guest on The
Howard Stern Showon Sirius XM Radio.  In
addition, Takei tells us he will soon be
appearing in yet another Tom Hanks film,
Larry Crowne, which he describes as “a
comedy that touches your heart.”

When asked if he had any parting thoughts
for our readers, Takei had this to say, “What
IFT has been doing is really laudable.  It is
reflecting the philosophy of people working
together to improve our society, which is
absolutely in keeping with Gene’s vision.”

Thanks for the stories George, and for all
the inspiration!  IFT salutes George Takei as
one of our own!  And since we know time
has done little to slow him down, we look
forward to all that is yet to come!A
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OMG!

Then, I did some research on IFT,
the type of things that you all do and what
you stand for, and I knew it was something I
wanted to be a part of. The more I look, the
more respect I have for fandom in general.
And IFT is at the very heart of what Star Trek
is all about.

What will be your role as the
Federation’s new face?

Chase: I am hoping that I will be able to
be of assistance and influence in bringing
Star Trek fans together to really reach out
further and positively affect the world around
us, as Trek fans have done so well and for so
long. I have long been of the opinion that
when Trek fans — and science fiction fans in
general — band together, there is an
unlimited amount of good we can do.

How have your experiences been
with the fandom community?

Chase: My experiences have been
fabulous. I have generally found Trek fans to
be genuinely sweet, supportive, and
respectful, and it means so much to me.

I have had great experiences, way better
than I could have ever asked for or dreamed
of. I have been so blessed by your hearts, by
your appreciation for the work we do.

How does it feel, now working
closely with a Trek fan group, co-
founded by Gene himself?

Chase:  I wish I had known Gene; it’s
great to be working with Russ and other
people who did know him.  Majel was a
friend, and Rod is a friend, and it’s great
to see him taking the reins with a new
series. I’ve always listened intently to the
stories about those early, groundbreaking
days of Trek and fandom. And I look
hopefully forward to helping make some
great, new stories.

What are the traits of The
Federation that appeal to you most?

Chase:  Two things: the way you care
about each other, and the way you care
about the world.  It’s so beautiful.  One visit
to any IFT or Trek-related message board
will show the type of bonding, the sensitivity
you have to each others’ issues. I think that’s
why you love the series so much. It speaks of
real life issues and helps us sort through
what it means to be human. Like the series,
IFT seems to do that, but in real life.

How is your singing career going?
Any new CDs coming out in the
future?

Chase:  Thank you for asking! I am
currently working on my 4th CD, but it will
actually be my first effort for the general
public, which will be marketed beyond our

circles of fandom. It’ll be out on iTunes,
and of course ChaseMasterson.com,
ChaseClub.comand other places.

Do you have any movie or TV
show appearances coming soon?

Chase:  I am a lead in a film which I
am extremely proud of, which was
released theatrically in December and
came out on DVD in April. Yesterday Was
A Lie is a sci-fi noir beautifully shot in
classic black and white, in which I play a
mysterious jazz singer. I also sing four
songs in the film.

Yesterday Was A Liealso plays well for
sci-fi audiences. It deals with
quantum mechanics as a metaphor
for human relationships. It’s pretty
heady, and frankly, it’s not a film that
most mainstream crowds understand
on the deepest levels. But it’s also a
love story. And I appreciate that sci-
fi fans are generally willing to be
challenged.

Will we be seeing you in
Las Vegas in August?

Chase: Probably!  I love the
Vegas con.

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n January 1, 1992, The
International Federation
of Trekkers was
propelled onto the world
stage due in no small
part to the efforts of an
IFT luminary, Matthew
Haines.  On April 30,
1992, 32 year-old
Haines proved himself a
real-life hero, even as

his life came to a tragic and all-too-
premature end.

Matthew Ellis Haines joined the newly-
formed Los Angeles Chapter of IFT as an
ensign in August 1991.  From the
beginning, Haines showcased an amazing
ability with blueprints and schematics and
applied his talents to the engineering
department.  His exemplary dedication
earned him quick advancement through the
ranks.  Within a year he’d risen to Chief of

Security, owing to his
extraordinary people skills
and common sense,
professional approach to
every working situation.

Tournament
of Roses Parade

In January 1992,
through the volunteer
efforts of Haines and
the Los Angeles
chapter, U.S.S.
Gene Roddenberry,
IFT gained world-
wide attention as the decorators of the
Nestlé Corporation-sponsored Tournament
of Roses Parade float celebrating Star Trek
and featuring a roughly 85 foot-long, 52
foot-tall replica of the Enterprise D.

His passion for authenticity inspired
Haines to work with the float designers and
engineers at Festival Artists, builders of the
Star Trek float, in order to make the replica
resemble as closely as possible the
published specifications for Enterprise D.

His efforts successful, Haines and the rest
of the members and volunteers from the
Roddenberry undertook the work of
decorating the massive float from October
of 1991 until its glorious ride down
Pasadena’s Colorado Boulevard the
following New Year’s Day.

During the biggest push of the entire
year’s effort, from Christmas until the
morning of the parade—affectionately
known as “hell week”—tempers would flare
and waking ability would be pushed to its
all-time limit as Haines and the decorating
team from Roddenberryworked ‘round the
clock putting the finishing touches on the
massive float.  Thanks to the team’s
dedication, Enterprise and the two

shuttlecraft accompanying her were
completed just in time for their Tournament
of Roses debut on January 1, 1992.

Haines’ no-nonsense-but-”have-fun”
leadership style became very apparent
during the Roddenberry’s float-decorating
adventure.  His team admired his abilities
and loved the fact that he was a real person
looking to “just have fun.”  It’s been said
that Haines was never “hung up on rank,”
and never allowed his (IFT) title to affect who
he was, or his relationships with people.

Because of his attitude, his team was
extremely loyal.  His talents, vision and
dedication earned him the respect of both
Festival Artists and the representatives of the
Nestlé Corporation, a respect that was
reflected in a later job offer extended to
Haines by Festival Artists as a float engineer.
With great appreciation and humility, Haines
graciously declined, citing above all other
reasons his first love: cars.

Security Chief

As a regular volunteer at conventions,
Haines, now a Lieutenant Commander, was
promoted to Security Chief of the

Matthew Haines:

A Retrospective

The 1992 Tournament of Roses
Parade Star Trek: TNG float
featuring an 85-foot long, 52-foot
high replica of Enterprise D , built by
Festival Artists and sponsored by
the Nestlé Corporation.

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Roddenberryin March1992, recognizing his
expertise in public relations and crowd
control.  Serving in that capacity at a
convention held at the Westin Bonaventure
Hotel in Los Angeles, California, Haines
distinguished himself with exemplary skill by
coordinating volunteer efforts.

Proving himself adept at dealing with
everything from assignment of personnel to
security and logistics, Haines was cited by
hotel and convention staff for his
professionalism and received in recognition
from the command staff of the Roddenberry
a collectable communicator pin and
certificate of achievement.

Haines’ predisposition for dealing well with
people was marked by a common sense, laid-
back demeanor.  He was both likable and a
professional in every sense of the word.

L.A . Riots
On April 29, 1992, a Los Angeles,

California jury handed down an acquittal in
the case of four white L.A.P.D. officers
accused of beating a black man, Rodney
King, nearly to death.  The violence against
King, for which the officers were accused of
brutality and excessive force, had been
caught on video by a bystander and
distributed to news sources nationwide.

Within hours of the verdict, protests turned
into rioting, and the city of Los Angeles erupted
in flames, looting, violence, and death.

Businesses were sacked and fire bombed,
innocent people pulled from their homes,
places of business, from their cars, beaten
and shot to death.

The L.A.P.D. response was slow and
ineffective.  The riots raged on, spreading to
dozens of L.A. suburbs and neighboring
cities.  Within hours Los Angeles mayor Tom
Bradley declared a state of emergency.  In
response, California governor Pete Wilson
ordered in 2,000 National Guard troops.
He would later double that amount.

On the evening of April 30, Haines and
his nephew, Scott Coleman, at work on
Haines’ car in their garage, received a
panicked call from a mutual friend, an
African-American female.  The friend was
caught with her children in a van that had
broken down in the middle of a rioting zone.

Haines did the only thing that was in his
nature to do;  he and Coleman grabbed
their helmets and sped off on Haines’
motorcycle straight into the heart of the
violence to help their friend.

But Haines and Coleman’s ride was cut
off by a mob of roughly a dozen young,
African-American men who surrounded the
motorcycle as they headed down the 1900

block of Lemon Street in Long Beach.
The mob pulled both men, Haines and

Coleman, from the motorcycle, robbing
them.  Then, forcing him to his knees, one
assailant positioned a gun under Haines’
helmet and pulled the trigger.

Before the shooting, Haines had told his
nephew to run.  After shooting Haines, the
assailant turned the gun on Coleman,

pursuing him and shoving him to the
ground.  Coleman was shot three times in
the arm.  Intending with the fourth shot to kill
him, the gun was then aimed at Coleman’s
head.  The gun misfired.  The mob took off
running.  Coleman ran back to his uncle.

At 6:35 p.m. 32 year-old Matthew Ellis
Haines died in his nephew’s arms.

A hero remembered
A memorial service was held for Matthew

Ellis Haines on May 9, 1992 at the Bay Shore
Congregational Church.  The service was
attended by throngs of IFT members, Creation
Entertainment representatives, and members
of the community.  Several Star Trekactors and
crew quietly paid their respects as well.
Condolences were sent by leaders of the
community and Star Trek personalities alike.
Paramount Studios sent flowers to the service
in his honor.  A lone bagpiper led the somber,
recessional march at the conclusion of the
service to the tune of “Amazing Grace.”

In his own words
Haines once said that IFT took him from

who he was, gave him trust, duty, friendship,
love, and made him a better man.  Nowhere
else in the world did he feel more at home
then he did in the company of his IFT
companions.

He made us laugh (boy did he) with his
straight forward yet laid-back attitude and
always impressed us with his integrity,
devotion and excellence in everything he
did.  He was a warrior in a sense, often
taking on the troubles of others and all too
often, forgetting himself in the process.
Here was a hero that always looked out for
the other person first, and this hero gave the
ultimate gift — his life — trying to bring a
friend to safety.

In remembering our friend we are
reminded of the words of Denise Crosby’s
character, Tasha Yar, who said, “Death is that
state in which one exists only in the memory
of others…which is why it is not an end.”

In paying tribute, the authors would like to
remember Haines with these individual
parting thoughts, in our own words:

Christy: “His life and contributions to the
club remain to this day not only an example of
the mission of Star Trek and the International
Federation of Trekkers, but also an example of
the better qualities in all of us.”

Haley: “Matthew was an example of real
nobility, of bravery and compassion.  His
light will shine among the stars of heaven in
the Star Trek universe for generations.”

Matthew Ellis Haines: a real-life hero, an
IFT legend.

In April, 2010, at request of his
friends, IFTco-founder and national
president Russ Haslage together with
the Federation Council established a
scholarship fund in memory of Matthew
Ellis Haines.

work of astonishing

raw, unmitigated passion, Phase IIgives fans
an extraordinary glimpse into the
possibilities, continuing the adventures of
Kirk, Spock, McCoy and all the rest — with
the addition of some new and interesting
characters — picking up right where the
original series left off in the late 60s.  With
high-stakes, original storylines, appearances
by original series cast members, scriptwriting
and directing from some of the most
legendary people in the business, it is no

wonder Phase II is fast becoming a cult
phenomenon.

VOYAGESsat down recently via telephone
with Executive Producer James Cawley—
who also stars in the series as Captain
James T. Kirk—to find out what has given
this series so much star power, how it got
started and where it will go from here.

“The idea came to me as a child,” says
Cawley, “running around in my backyard
playing Star Trek.  I actually used to film
some of my ‘adventures’ on 8 mm film.

“My father built me a ‘bridge’ in our
basement,” Cawley went on to say, “it had a

captain’s
chair, walls done with some
type of construction board, painted with
flashing lights and the whole nine yards.
This (Phase II) is just an extension of that,”
Cawley said, “I just have better toys now!”

It was in 1997 that Cawley decided to
make his dream of reviving the original Star
Trek series a reality, Cawley told us.

“I wasn’t in a hurry,” Cawley said, “I knew
I had to do it right.  The look and feel of the
whole thing had to be perfect because
everybody was so familiar with that ship,” he
said, describing his thought process in
building the sets of the original series’
Enterprise.

“Since 1997 I had been muddling
along,” said Cawley, “until about 2003-04
when I met Jack Marshall who was working
on another fan project.  He saw all the sets
and costumes I’d collected and made over
the years and asked me what it was all for.
I told him I had always wanted to make my
own series.  Without hesitation Jack said
‘Let’s do it!’”

The two conceptualized a pilot and
decided to name the seriesStar Trek: New
Voyages.

“It was a good thing and a bad thing,”
Cawley said of the series pilot, “It was a
good thing because we did do it.  But it was

a bad thing because the pilot was absolutely
horrible!  Some fans of the show don’t even
count it.  But it proved to us that we coulddo
it,” Cawley said.  “We had no director or
writers back then,” said Cawley, “Jack was a
line producer, not a director.”

“So we put out the pilot,” Cawley said,
“Then we took a little more time, got a little
more serious and did episode one, ‘In
Harm’s Way’.”

Describing his experiences with episode
one Cawley said, “It was a lot of fun, it was
‘everything but the kitchen sink,’ we like to
call it.  It was definitely ‘fan wank’.

“We had a die-hard Star Trek
fan write the episode,” Cawley
went on to say, “It blended
aspects from various episodes of
the original series.  The first
episode was huge!”

To reprise his role as Chekov,
Cawley and Marshall brought in
Walter Koenig for episode two,
“To Serve All My Days.”

“We became friends,” said
Cawley, “and he (Koenig)
brought in D.C. Fontana.” 

Koenig screened episode two
for the fans at a convention not
long after shooting and post-
production were finished.  It
was then that Cawley and the
crew of New Voyages got the
break they’d been hoping for.
“In the audience,” said Cawley,
“was Marc Scott Zicree, a
television writer and producer.
He (Zicree) went to Walter and
told him all about Phase II.”

Phase II, it turns out, was a
series idea Gene Roddenberry
had in mind to make back in
the mid 70s.  The series would
pick up where the original
series left off and continue the
saga.  Though several scripts
were written, the series never
went into production. “In the
end,” said Cawley, “they went
with The Motion Picture instead.”

“Marc had a writer friend who had a
never-made Phase IIscript,” said Cawley.
“Marc pitched me this story they’d written
back in 1977 — which had to do with Sulu
having to sacrifice his daughter — and I
agreed to make the episode if we could get
George (Takei),” Cawley said.

“We showed him (Takei) the episode with
Walter and he immediately agreed to do it.
So we set about making ‘World Enough and
Time’.” Cawley said.  “Grace Lee Whitney

came back to play (Janice) Rand, and the
episode was nominated for both a Hugo
and a Nebula award,” Cawley went on,
“We were beat by an illustrious competitor
(Dr. Who), but went on to win the TV Guide
Award for best online series,” Cawley said.

What became perhaps the series’ most
celebrated episode, “Blood and Fire,” was
next up for Cawley and crew.

“As we came out of that (‘World Enough
and Time’) I had been thinking about what
to do next,” said Cawley, “I had been
thinking about this ‘lost’ episode, ‘Blood
and Fire’.”

Written by David Gerrold in 1987,
scriptwriter of the famed original series
episode “The Trouble with Tribbles,” “Blood
and Fire,” was originally written for Star Trek:
The Next Generation, to finally address —
as only Star Trek could — the social stigmas
surrounding homosexuality.  Though the
script had the support of Star Trek creator
Gene Roddenberry, after much debate the
script was shot down by the network censors
and Roddenberry’s own lawyers, citing that
the issue was simply too controversial.  It has

been claimed that several members of the
TNG production team left the show in
protest of the script’s shelving—although to-
date VOYAGEShas been unable to confirm
this as fact—citing that Star Trek in its very
nature was meant to challenge social
barriers, not be contained by them.

“I thought it was time forStar Trek to be
relevant and acknowledge gay people,”
Cawley told us.

With Gerrold’s help, the controversial
script finally found its way into the Star
Trek canon.  “Blood and Fire” premiered
in two parts via the World Wide Web in

2008 as the fifth and sixth
installment of James Cawley’s
fan-produced series, now
having adopted the name Star
Trek: Phase II.

What’s next for Phase II?
“People seem to be really
looking forward to our next
episode ‘Kitumba’,” said
Cawley. “ The crew has to
covertly travel through Klingon
space to confront the leader of
the Klingon Empire in order to
stop a war.”

The storyline, Cawley told us,
is based on a “fabled” episode
written by John Meredith Lucas
in 1977.  “ We’ve updated the
script of course,” said Cawley,
“ because the Klingons have
evolved (since they were first
portrayed in the original series)
and we didn’t want to violate the
canon of the show.”

Whatever the producer’s
driving purposes may be —
whether it is to live as only such
a devoted fan could the ultimate
fantasy of total emersion in the
world of Star Trek or merely to
provide fans with an alternative
storyline, taking the show in
directions its premature
cancellation in the mid-60s
prevented — it is clear that

s Internet technology has
progressed, the Federation’s
Diplomatic Corps has seized the
chance to reach out to science

fiction-based Internet communities.
We started with the Star Trek Armada

video game community and quickly
expanded to other related game
communities.  Soon we were greeted by
groups that existed purely over the Internet
that were not associated with any game, but
unto themselves a group of like-minded
individuals unable to meet in reality.

It took a few years for the Internet to bear
virtual worlds that anyone could partake in
for free.  In early 2009, the Federation was
invited to partake in the virtual world of
Second Life(www.secondlife.com).  A year
later we expanded to Star Trek Online
(www.startrekonline.com), a dream few
thought would ever come true.

A year has passed now since the
Federation became established on Second
Life.  We have made a number of allies and
held events that brought the Second Life
science fiction community together.  We
started with only six members among our
Second Lifegroups and now have well over
200.  Some are members of the Federation;
others are simply fans of our work.  Today
the Federation has an established
headquarters on Second Life located at:

On July 9 through 11, 2010, the
Federation will hold our third science
fiction convention on Second Lifein an
effort to raise money for the American
Cancer Society’s Relay for Life (for more
information visit relayforlife.org/secondlife.

The prospect of what Star Trek Online
could be was a dream many had.  The mere
notion of being able to re-enact moments
from Star Trek while being the captain on
your own ship was simply outrageous.

One game may duplicate the art of starship
battles while another is entirely limited to
ground battles.

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‘So a son can love his father’

hough much is known about the
public life of Star Trek creator Gene
Roddenberry, few people knew the
man behind the legend.

Son of the late Star Trek creator and heir
to the family legacy is Eugene “Rod”
Roddenberry, who recently completed work
on a telling documentary that reveals who
his father was behind closed doors, giving
fans a rare and unequalled glimpse into the
personal life and humanity of science-
fiction’s most famous creative force.

Roddenberry’s Trek Nation features
interviews and commentary with some of the
biggest names in Hollywood right down to
the average fans.  Much apart from the
infamous Trekkies documentary hosted by
TNG’s Denise Crosby however, Trek Nation
does not aim to showcase bizarre and

extreme fandom.  Instead, it focuses on
Gene Roddenberry’s life and the impact that
Star Trek has had on the contemporary world
and the science-fiction genre as a whole.

“As a young kid I knew my father,”
Roddenberry told VOYAGES in a May 3
interview, “I knew he was involved in
something called Star Trek.  I knew what a
producer was, but I didn’t realize then
everything that he (Gene Roddenberry) was
to Star Trek and the impact it had on
people,” Roddenberry said.

“I was rebellious in high school,”
Roddenberry went on to say, “so I didn’t
really get to know my father (and his work)
much.  I just didn’t get it.  When he passed
away, he wasn’t really ‘Gene Roddenberry,
creator of Star Trek’, to me he was just Dad,”
Roddenberry said.

When asked how and when it was he
began to fully realize the legacy his father

was leaving behind, “It was his memorial
service that started me on the path to
learning about Star Trek,” Roddenberry said.
“There was a handicapped speaker at the
memorial service that gave an inspiring
speech about how Star Trek had changed
his life and shown him that he could be
accepted despite his handicap.  That made
me realize how amazing it is that a show can
have this kind of impact.  It was then I
started to have pride in the name,”
Roddenberry said.

Next we wanted to know just what had
inspired Roddenberry’s documentary film
project, Trek Nation.  “It ’s had many
inspirations,” Roddenberry said, “and it has
evolved over the years.  I really didn’t like the
first Trekkies documentary.  It showed the
extreme and absurd side of fandom.  The
fans I knew were doctors, lawyers, real
professionals; they came from all walks of

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society.  So I was indirectly inspired by that
to do a documentary about the amazing
side of fandom.  There were fan groups out
there going to shelters, feeding the
homeless.  These groups did amazing work
and I wanted to show that.”

“One day I was at a convention and found
out TNN was there, so I approached them.
I was introduced to Scott Colthrop who was
proposing to do a documentary.  We were
both very excited and we had similar
intentions.  We talked over the phone a few
times and we came up with the idea of
shooting some interviews at these
conventions.  He wanted to focus on Gene;
I wanted to focus on the fans.”
Roddenberry said, citing that in
the end, the project became a
marraige of both visions.

“I wanted to show the people
who love Star Trek,” Roddenberry
said, “There are all sorts of
people who love the show.  That’s
the power of Star Trek, the fact
that it can cross every border and
every boundary and give everyone
hope for the future.”

We asked Roddenberry how
many years this film was in the
making.  “I gotta tell ‘ya, it’s not an
easy question to answer,”
Roddenberry said.  “We were
shooting about five interviews
every couple of months, even
though we didn’t have the full idea
fleshed out.  Many documentaries
have a direction to go in, but they
are almost always a work in
progress.  We never had a script.  There were
a number of things written but we deviated
often and got lost many times along the way.
But we had no set timeline; it was never put
together like that.

“We started on it in 2001,” Roddenberry
went on to say, “But if you ask me how long
we’ve actually been working on it, I’d say
four years.”

What was it like sitting down with the likes
of George Lucas, Stan Lee and…Dennis
Rodman(!?), we wanted to know.  Yes, you
read that right, Dennis Rodman—he’s a Star
Trek fan—we were pretty surprised too.

“It was those guys and a number more,”
said Roddenberry, “I won’t lie to you I was
pretty (expletive deleted) nervous.  You know
people think it’s intimidating—and it is—but
you sit down with them and ask your
questions and they answer them.  You wind
up sort of bonding with the person.
Eventually they warm up to you and you
don’t want it to end.”

Speaking about the release of the film
Roddenberry said, “The premier is not yet
concrete.  We want to show it to Paramount.
We’ve had a good relationship with them
and like to give them first look.  But they may
not like it.  Hopefully they’ll be interested,
but if they’re not, we’ll go knocking on other
doors.  When would I like it to be released?
I’d like to see it out by the end of the year.”

“What I don’t want,” Roddenberry went on
to say, “is for it to wind up a special feature
on the back of some DVD.  If I have to
stream it on my own website, then I’ll do it.
This thing is not going to get shelved
somewhere for the public never to see.  This

definitely deserves its own DVD.  I’d like to
give it a theatrical release, but I’m not sure
we’ll have the numbers for that.”

His work on the project clearly
impassioned, we asked Roddenberry what
was the most important thing he wanted our
readers to know about this film.

“This was a journey to find out who my
father was,” Roddenberry began. “When I
was growing up I didn’t get to know the
man, and that’s what this journey was about
— getting to know people who’d known him
before Star Trek, during Star Trek and after
Star Trek.   I wanted to find the real guy
behind the myth — not to get ‘dirt’ on him,
mind you.  It’s just that people elevate Gene
way too high.  Gene Roddenberry wasn’t a
saint or a deity; he was a regular guy who let
his vision get out there.  That’s what makes
him special.  This film is about the things
that made him special and the flaws that
made him human, and I think that’s what
the audience will connect with — that he

was amazing but also human.  It’s about
humanizing him so that people can
understand him for who he was and realize
they too have the same potential—that and,
so that a son can love his father.”

If he were alive today, we asked
Roddenberry, what do you think Gene would
have thought of this film?

“I think he’d be extremely proud of it and
proud of me.  It was hard; there were
elements where I was trying to show the
negative side of Gene but it always turned
into praise.  Gene was never really into
being thought of as greater than he was. It
takes power away from the individual —

people need to believe in
themselves,” Roddenberry said.

Finally, we wanted to know how
the son of Star Trek’s creator
became involved with IFT.

“Russ (Haslage) gave me a call
one day,” said Roddenberry, “and
said ‘Hey, we’re IFT.  Your father
started it with us and we’d love for
you to come in and fill his role.’  I
said ‘I don’t know how much time
I can give it,’  but he explained the
job to me anyway and I said ‘By
all means.’”

For his parting thoughts on Trek
Nation, the fans and his ongoing
role in the Star Trek universe,
Roddenberry said, “I really
appreciate everyone’s support and
patience.  I hope they see it (Trek
Nation).  As far as outsiders go I
think they’ll see a side of Gene no
one has seen before.  I think the

fans out there have heard a number of stories
before but this will be a new look at him.  And
I think the general public will gain interest and
have a new respect not just for the fans but for
Star Trek in general,” Roddenberry said.

“My business partner is Trevor Roth,”
Roddenberry went on to say. “This project
has stalled many times.  Trevor has come in
as much more than just a mediator.  He has
come in as a producer and helped guide the
film to its conclusion.  As far as the people I
have to thank, this film never would’ve
gotten started if it weren’t for Scott
(Colthrop) and we never would’ve finished if
it weren’t for Trevor.”

Battlestar Galacticabenefitted from some
of the trials and tribulations that Ron Moore
faced while working on Star Trek: Deep
Space Nine.

When it came to Deep Space Nine,
Moore discovered that he liked the serialized
nature of the show, particular as it got into
the later seasons. “I think a lot of Battlestar
was born at Deep Space Ninein that Deep
Space started as much more episodic
because of the nature of the show, it became
more a continuing serialized structure,” said
Moore. “I really liked that, and I discovered
I really liked that style of storytelling.”

Moore wanted to make Deep Space
Nine’s Dominion War a bit more realistic,
but ran up against the expectations of TPTB,
who wanted a cleaner, nicer Star Trek.
“…when we got into the later years of Deep
Space, and we started telling the Dominion
War story (1997-99), we would sit and
argue and fight with the powers that be at
Trek about making it a more realistic war,”
said Moore, “about making it grittier, and
ugly; adding more ambiguity to the
characters, and roughing it up a little bit,
and I kept bumping my head against the
strictures at Trek.”

That head bumping lead to frustration for

Moore, who was later
able to turn it into
something productive
to the benefit of
Battlestar Galactica.
“What Star Trek is
could not
accommodate things
that I wanted to do,
so I started to have
this sort of pent up

frustration about ‘well if we were really going
to do it right,’ these ideas would sit in the
back of my head so when Battlestarcame
along, I could now do all of those things that
I was never allowed to do at Deep Space.”

Moore’s battles with the network when it
came to Battlestar Galacticawere different
than they had been when it came to Deep
Space Nine. “My battles with the network were
never really philosophical,” he said, “they
were more about specific things, you know,
tonal things: ‘How dark is this episode?’, ‘How
much blood are you going to show in this
scene?’, you know, ‘how grim is this particular
story going to be?’ Then we’d have big fights:
‘You can’t do this, you gotta do that’, so we’d
argue it out and find the best point of
accommodation. I never really had any bigger
macro arguments with them.”

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05.14.10 — After almost 25 years and
more than 115 million miles, space shuttle
Atlantis is down to just one final mission —
but it will be going out on a high note. 

STS-132 will deliver to the International
Space Station the Russian Rassvet Mini-
Research Module-1, only the second Russian
module to ever be carried into space by a
space shuttle. It’s a fitting final payload for
the orbiter that not only launched the first
into space, but also was the first shuttle to
dock to the Russian Space Station Mir — in
fact, Atlantiswas the shuttle behind seven of
the 11 shuttle missions to Mir. 

“Atlantishas a history of being the shuttle
that did the most international things,” said
Emily Nelson, lead space station flight
director for the mission. “It’s the orbiter that
the Russians have known best, because it’s
one that came to their space station most
often, and it’s one that we used to deliver a
module for them in the past.” 

Whether or not they recognize it by name,
many people are likely familiar with Atlantis’
work. Besides the visits to Mir, Atlantiscarried
the Magellan Spacecraft into orbit, sending it
on its way to Venus, where it mapped 98
percent of the planet from orbit. The same
year — 1989 — it also deployed the Galileo
Spacecraft to Jupiter, where it collected data
on the planet and its moons for eight years. 

Closer to home, Atlantis has visited the
International Space Station 10 times — STS-
132 will be its 11th trip — delivering among
other pieces of hardware, the United States’
Destiny Laboratory and Europe’s Columbus.
And just last year it made the final flight to the
Hubble Space Telescope, bringing upgrades
that should allow the telescope to see further
into the universe than ever for years to come. 

“Atlantishas clearly been a work horse of
the space shuttle fleet over the years,” said

Mike Sarafin, lead STS-132 shuttle flight
director. “The shuttle program history is
pretty complicated, but I think it will show
that Atlantisis a remarkable vehicle.” 

But Atlantis is not finished making history
just yet — there are still a few firsts in store. 

For instance, the installation of Rassvet.
Normally when a new piece of the space
station is installed, all the work is done (the
hooks are engaged and the latches latched to
attach the new module to the rest of the
station) from the space station side of the
equation. That’s true for all of the international
partners involved in the station except for
Russia. Until now, the Russian modules have
all been launched into space on their own, not
carried up by a space shuttle, and the Russian
system makes use of that by relying on the
momentum of the new module as it
approaches to force the latches. 

That won’t be possible this time around.
Instead, the STS-132 crew will use the space
station’s robotic arm to attach it. The arm will
be extended to just about its full 58 feet to
reach Rassvet’s home on the Zarya module,
which will make it difficult to push with much
force. In addition, the commands to the

module to work those latches and hooks will
have to take a long circuitous route from the
robotic arm controls inside the Cupola,
through the United States segment of the
station to the Russian segment, then back to
the United States segment and out through
the robotic arm to the Rassvet. 

“Installing that module is going to be an
interesting day,” STS-132 Commander Ken
Ham said. “If anything goes wrong in this
delicate plan, we have to get it to work right.
We think, based on the analyses, that we’re
going to be just fine. However, we’re
prepared for all sorts of problems that could
arise getting that thing in there.” 

If the team is lucky, some of Atlantis’ good
luck will rub off on the module while it’s in
the shuttle’s cargo bay, and the installation
will go off without a hitch — Atlantistends to
be the member of the shuttle fleet with the
fewest problems in flight, so it wouldn’t be
out of character. 

“Like any home or any car that you’ve had
over the years, the shuttles have their
nuances,” Sarafin said. “Atlantis tends to
behave very well when it’s flying. That’s a
nice luxury to have.”

05.14.10 — A Russian-built Mini-
Research Module-1 launched on space
shuttle Atlantis’ STS-132 mission May 14.
The module, known as Rassvet — which
translates as “dawn” — will be used for
science research and cargo storage. It also
will provide an additional docking port for
Russian Soyuz and Progress vehicles at the
space station. 

Weighing more than 11,000 pounds and
measuring 19.7 feet in length and 7.7 feet
in diameter, Rassvet will host a wide variety
of biotechnology and biological science
experiments and fluid physics and
educational research. 

The module contains a pressurized
compartment with eight workstations
equipped with facilities such as a glovebox
to keep experiments separated from the in-
cabin environment; two incubators to
accommodate high- and low-temperature
experiments; and a vibroprotective platform
to protect payloads and experiments from
onboard vibrations. The module contains
four other workstations, complete with
mechanical adapters, to install payloads
into roll-out racks and shelves. 

“Our science capabilities are going to be
greater than ever on the space station,” said
Igor Sorokin, deputy head of the Space
Station Utilization Center at S.P. Korolev
Rocket and Space Corporation Energia.
“From the standpoint of science capabilities
to be provided, as well as payload
integration principles to be applied, this
module can be considered as an
intermediate one — even in its “mini”
version — between the older Russian Service

Module and future Multipurpose Laboratory
Module, which is targeted for the station in
2012. We have applied some advanced
principles of research facilities development
and integration as compared with the
Service Module, which will increase the
utilization efficiency of the Russian segment.” 

Some benefits include conducting
experiments such as Conjugation, which
studies the exchange of genetic material in
microgravity to develop strains producing new
target proteins to fight disease. Another
experiment, Kristallizator, allows large protein
crystals to grow in orbit to better determine
their 3-D structure. The results could be used
in biology, medicine and pharmacology.

“Rassvet provides important new real estate
for experiments to be conducted on the space
station, and will be a cornerstone of Russian
laboratory facilities for years to come,” said
Julie Robinson, International Space Station
program scientist at Johnson Space Center
in Houston. “This new module enhances
the station’s research capabilities and
enables new investigations to be
performed.” 

Rassvet was developed at
S.P. Korolev Rocket and
Space Corporation
Energia in Russia.

ost of us know who Stephen
Hawking is, but how many of
us would associate the name
with space exploration?

It makes sense of course — a noted
physicist theorizing about the possibilities
that exist in space, and that is precisely the
subject of a new, three-part series that aired
recently on the Discovery Channel.

Considered one of the most brilliant
minds on the planet, 68 year-old Stephen
Hawking has A Neuromuscular Dystrophy,
or ALS, that has progressed over the years
leaving him almost completely paralyzed
and unable to speak.

Despite the challenges, he has risen to
prominence receiving accolades and
distinctions too numerous to list.  Just
recently Hawking has taken his theories to a
new realm: television.

“Although I cannot move,” says Hawking in
the opening of his show, “and I have to speak
through a computer, in my mind I’m free.”

When I heard that Into the Universe with
Stephen Hawkingwas premiering on the
Discovery Channel I was excited.   I’ve long
admired Hawking, but what I think is most
inspiring about him is that he can take a
complex theory and explain it in simple terms.
“Want to time travel?  Hop on a train or take
a quick jaunt around the nearest black hole.”

Sounds just a bit crazy, but it’s analogies
like that that make the show easy to
understand and interesting to watch.

What better way to excite the sci-fi fan
base than to feature aliens and time travel
as the subjects of his premier episodes —
two concepts Star Trek fans are very
familiar?  Who among us wouldn’t love to
meet an alien?  Or even travel through time
to visit the dinosaurs?  Maybe you could see
the first test of faster-than-light travel, just
like the Enterprisecrew did in First Contact.

The physicist opens each episode sitting in
a wood-paneled library, speaking with his
well known computer voice saying, “Hello,
my name is Stephen Hawking, physicist,
cosmologist and something of a dreamer.”
Hawking’s voice begins & ends nearly every

segment but then blends into the main
narrator, Benedict Cumberbatch, who has
also voiced other Discovery Channel shows.

In Hawking’s Into The Universe, cutting-
edge computer generated effects, digitally
enhanced NASA archival footage and live
action are blended together to bring
Hawking’s unique  vision of the universe to
the screen.

The three-part series premiered with an
episode exploring the notion of aliens,
during which Hawking suggested that
considering the vastness of space, it is indeed
believable that life exists elsewhere in the
universe.  “To my mathematical brain,”
Hawking said, “the numbers alone make
thinking about aliens perfectly rational. The
real challenge is to work out what aliens
might actually be like.”  The episode featured
alien life forms ranging from puddles of
single-celled goo to highly intelligent
predators and even sentient beings who
might want to conquer Earth.

“If aliens were to visit us, the outcome
would be much as when Columbus landed
in America, which didn’t turn out well for the
Native Americans,” Hawking said.

Remember the
Next Generationepisode “Galaxy’s Child”
where the giant space baby attached itself to
the Enterprise?  Not so far fetched according
to Hawking.  Hawking went on to suggest
jellyfish-like creatures that could live in the
atmospheres of gas giants, other that could
live in ultra cold temperatures, and others
still that could be silicon-based.

“The universe is so vast” said Hawking,
“it ’s easy to believe just about anything
could be out there just waiting to be
discovered.”

Well sure!  (Of course, we Star Trek fans
have been saying that for years!)

What an incredible journey this was to
take with Hawking steering the mind and
the imagination!  Into the Universeaired
on the Discovery Channel on Sunday April
25 at 9 p.m. with the back-to-back
episodes “Aliens,” and “Time Travel,” and
on Sunday May 2 at 9 p.m. with its third
installment, “The Story of Everything.”  It is
unknown at this time if the Discovery
Channel plans more episodes of the
series, but as for this correspondent, I am
definitely hoping for more.
